Dear Competitor,

Firstly we would like to take this opportunity to welcome you to Western Australia for the 2010 IPRA Nationals; we hope you enjoy the racing, make some friends and have a great time. The committee has been working overtime for what seems like years to ensure that we can put on the best show possible for you, we hope you like it.

At this stage we will have to limit the entries to the 2010 Nationals to 64 as the grid limit at Barbagallo will not allow anymore than 32 competitors on the track at a time. We will endeavor to accommodate more but with maybe only 64 spots it is imperative that you get your EOI in as soon as possible, so please be quick.
The “expression of interest” form will be listed on our website on the 8th of May. This will need to be filled in and returned to IPRAWA via snail mail along with a deposit of $100 to reserve your spot on the grid. We plan to close EOI’s for the event on the 31st of July with entries for the event closing with the last mail on the 31st of August. We do not plan any major changes to the Nationals format that has been run over the years except for the “State of Origin” trophy. We have changed this calculation to the points accumulated for each state, divided by the number of entrants, thus giving us a competitor average point score of the winning state.

Whilst we have not finalised the entry fee for the event the committee is trying to cap it at a maximum of $490. This is outstanding value when you consider that you and 2 of your crew members will be fed at the Friday and Sunday night functions and you will also receive a DVD of the weekends racing. Carports will be available and are included in the entry fee for the meet.

The tow money schedule for each state is attached to this letter to help you work out budgets and so forth. We have put forward all the money given to us by Yokohama and some of our own.
We have also attached a “preliminary” event schedule for the weekend so that you can be fully organised as to what is happening when, this is designed to help you plan things out a bit better.

These prices are indicative from Toll logistics and may vary by the time your car leaves your home city, but it will give you a good idea of what the charges will be.

You will see from the table above that we have been able to negotiate a pretty good rate for interstate competitors and the tow money on offer is very generous. We tried to use the tow money available so that everyone was paying roughly the same to come from each state.

Toll Ipec, through O’Dowd Transport here in Perth, are able to organise for a cage to be transported from your capital city and return. These cages can carry spare parts and so on and will be locked and secured with your own padlock.

Jason and Roger from JP Racing will be offering a service to have your vehicle collected from Toll Transports depot and taken to the track and back for a flat fee of $120 (+ GST).
